Our hygienists and
assistants are the experts in
using this diagnostic tool.
Digital X-rays: Most of you have
already experienced our digital
x-ray equipment that has 4
advantages over standard x-ray
equipment: less radiation (Y2 the
exposure), more comfortable x-
ray technique, instant computer
development, and easily viewed
& displayed images on our
chairside monitors.

Intra-Oral Camera: We have
also added an additional Intra-
Oral camera in order to continue
to provide chairside displays of
necessary and completed
treatment.

The three most
popular cosmetic makeover
procedures are:

Whitening. It's an easy and fast
procedure that brightens
discolored, stained or darkened
with a gel material applied to
your teeth using custom fitting
trays. Whitening cannot change
the shape or size of the teeth.

Porcelain Veneers. Veneers
are thin laminates or shells of
tooth colored porcelain that
cover the front portion of teeth.
Veneers can change the shape,
color and size of teeth by closing
gaps, covering discolorations
and making crooked teeth look
straight. They can be used as
“instant” orthodontic treatment.

Resin Bonding. Bonding is a
process in which tooth colored
resin is attached or bonded to
the tooth. Like porcelain
veneers, resin bonding can
change the shape, color and
size of teeth. However, unlike
porcelain veneers, resin bonding
requires periodic maintenance to
maintain its beauty.
